Student Leadership  
Last week Miss Husseyin delivered assemblies to launch our new Highlands School                       
Societies. Students from every year group have the opportunity to nominate themselves to stand 
for election to join one of four societies; Environment, Unite, Charity and Events Management. 
Once nominated they can campaign across the school in the lead up to voting day - Wednesday 
13th February. We will be giving the societies real autonomy to lead change in the school; please 
encourage your child to take part in this new initiative and run for election.  
 
Highlands Parents and Friends Association (HPFA)  
The Highlands Parents and Friends Association (HPFA) is a registered charity and raises funds throughout the year which contribute              
towards additional equipment and resources that benẻt our students and that otherwise would not be possible with the increasing 
pressure on school funding.  
 

I would like to ask all parents to support the HPFA activities as much as possible.  This can be in a number of ways and doesnɠt mean you 
have to join the committee or attend meetings.  If you work for a large or medium sized company, it is very likely that you will have some 
kind of Corporate Charity Scheme which allows you to raise money for a charity of your choice (which could be our HPFA).  For some 
companies e.g. Barclays, this involves a matched funding scheme which means you can claim the amount raised at an HPFA event and 
Barclays will match it up to £1000.  For other companies, they have time matching schemes where they allow you to claim for any time 
you spend helping a charity e.g. Schroders pay £20 per hour (up to £1200 per year) to charities that their employees volunteer for.  It 
makes a signỉcant difference to the amount raised at events if we can get the additional support from companies that our parents work 
for.  Please can you investigate if your company has this type of scheme or similar and, if so, please contact Fiona Judd, HPFA Chair, on                     
̉ona@smart-nebula.com who will give you the information you need.   
 

You can also raise funds when you shop.  If you download the Easyfundraising App onto your phone and select your chosen Charity as 
ɢHighlands School En̉eldɣ, and then use this app whenever you shop on Amazon (or the many other retailers listed there), a percentage 
of whatever you spend will be donated to the HPFA.   Lastly, the HPFA events are good fun and I would encourage you to attend when 
you can. If every parent attended just one event a year, it would make a signỉcant difference to the amount raised for the school.  The 
next event is a Musical Bingo Night on Saturday 30th March.  You can ̉nd details about the HPFA in the Parents section of the school 
website and you can also follow their Facebook Page to keep up to date.  This year the HPFA will be raising funds for improving the 
school sixth form facilities.
